We know that it’s beauti-
ful country, but if you're spotting wildlife

or stopping to take in the scenery, be sure
to pull safely and completely off the road
Remember to yield to larger vehicles when
going uphill or around tight corners.

Always ask permission for private lands.
If you’re hunting or hiking, use only public
areas unless you’ve obtained private landow-
ner permission.

We
appreciate when you clean up after yourself
and your pets and dispose of garbage in ap-
propriate receptacles.
